Al Caine introduced himself and explained his background.

There were several discussions regarding inspections, licensing and code.


Items to be considered for the next legislative cycle:

1. Adopting the 2007 Code

2. Elevator Mechanics License vs. the current Specialty Electrical License requirement

♦ Questions
Mark LaBolle from University of Idaho asked what the house bill was in 2007 that adopted the 17.3 Code for existing elevators.

Answer:  HB - 102
Who decides whether a code is adopted or not?


Answer:  Everyone who has interest in the code.  This includes owners, 


management companies, elevator companies and the public at large. Final adoption is 
by administrative rule - reviewed and approved by the legislature. 
Stephen Boorman from the City of Bonner’s Ferry asked a series of questions and voiced some concerns regarding what our fees were covering and our actual oversight.  He was also concerned about the elevator companies’ role and costs.

Answer: The annual fees cover the five year inspection by a State Inspector, 
consultation inspections, reinspection, accident investigations and program 
maintenance.
What is the process to notify owners of corrections that need to be made after an inspection is performed or to notify them when there is No Certificate to Operate?



Answer:  Amanda is currently sending letters to owners as she bills them each 
month, when it is identified that there is no current certificate.
 At this time when a 
temporary certificate or a no certificate is issued after an inspection, Amanda is 
sending the owner a letter. Currently, payment, processing, reports, and filing are 
being done in four systems.  There has been a few occurrences that past reports have 
not been filed properly and letters are being sent to owners that do in fact have a 
current Certificate to Operate.  A new system is coming online soon which will place 
all information into one location and it will be able to be viewed online.

CAS – The Division is in the testing phase.  It is projected the first part of 2009 the 
industry to utilize CAS.  The Division will sponsor training sessions throughout the 
State. 

Rick Russell from Otis asked about the five year inspection on Hydraulic Elevators. He specifically asked about the ASME Code that references the Pressure Relief Tests and whether Idaho will require weights to accomplish this test.
ACTION:  Al Caine will research the information provided by Mr. Russell and review our codes.  Once a determination has been made a notification will be sent out.
